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On April 1, 2010, the Egg Harbor Township Police Department responded to a motor 
vehicle collision which occurred at approximately 10:31 am on the Black Horse Pike in 
the area of the Ramada Inn, in the West Atlantic City section of the Township. 
 
A 2010 Saturn operated by Tinbite Assres (56 years of age from Silver Springs MD.) was 
stopped in the left hand turn lane (facing westbound) of the Black Horse Pike, waiting to 
turn into the Ramada Inn, when struck by a 1996 Oldsmobile which had failed to 
maintain its lane. 
 
The 1996 Oldsmobile operated by Shamsul Huda (67 years old of Atlantic City) was 
traveling East on the Black Horse Pike in the left lane when it crossed into the left turn 
lane and struck Assres’ vehicle head on.  
 
Huda was treated at the scene by the Egg Harbor Township Ambulance Squad. He was 
transported to the AtlantiCare Regional Medical Center City Campus. 
 
Traffic was delayed for a short time while the collision scene was being cleared.  Huda 
was issued a summons for making an unsafe lane change. The collision was investigated 
by Ptlm. David Heritage. 
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
