Location:  The Black Horse Pike between Tilton Road and Uibel Avenue 
 
Impaired Driver Enforcement Crackdown to be conducted by the Egg Harbor Township Police 
Department.  On Saturday July 31, 2010 between the hours of 9:00 PM and 3:00 AM. The location of 
the checkpoint will be in the westbound lane of the Black Horse Pike between the intersections of Tilton 
Road and Uibel Avenue. 
 
The summer season is traditionally a time of social gatherings, which often include alcohol.  The goal of 
this checkpoint is to raise awareness about the dangers of drinking along with high visibility 
enforcement.  We will have zero tolerance for motorists who decide to drive while under the influence 
of alcohol or drugs.  
 
Impaired drivers kill nearly 18,000 people on our nation’s road each year.  In New Jersey, 39% of the 
motor vehicle fatalities are alcohol-related.  The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration 
(NHTSA) reports that nearly 97 percent of Americans view drinking by others as a threat to their 
families and themselves.  Indeed, Americans support tougher enforcement and rank drunk driving ahead 
of healthcare, poverty, the environment and gun control as an important social issue.
